Exploring a Federation between Hauxton and Meldreth Primary Schools 

Over the past few months, Governors from Hauxton and Meldreth Primary Schools have been exploring 

the idea of forming a federation—a formal partnership between the two schools. 

This week, the Governors met again to discuss the potential educational benefits of working more 

closely together. They are now considering whether to begin a consultation process to gather your 

views. 

So, what is a federation? 

A federation is not a merger. Both schools would remain separate, keeping their own names, uniforms, 

staff, and unique identities. However, instead of two separate governing bodies, there would be one 

shared governing body overseeing both schools. 

This means shared decision-making and closer collaboration—especially in leadership, teaching, and 

staff development—while maintaining what makes each school special. 

 

Why are we considering this? 

We believe a federation could bring real benefits to both schools and all the children we 

serve. It could help us to: 



 Share strengths, ideas, and resources across both schools. 

 Strengthen teaching, learning, and leadership. 

 Create new opportunities for staff development and career growth. 

 Support curriculum development and pastoral care. 

 Make it easier to recruit and retain talented staff and governors. 

Each school would still receive its own budget from the Council, but with the flexibility to use funding 

more effectively across the federation. 

 

What’s next? 

Governors will soon decide whether to move forward with a consultation process, where we’ll ask for 

your feedback and ideas. 

We’ll keep you updated in the coming weeks with more information and details on how to get involved.
